I have been around music all of my life, growing up in a musical family steeped in the tradition of early country music. My mother played the guitar, learning to play as a young girl while growing up in Arkansas, listening to Carter Family records. My father played the mandolin and favored early country performers like The Blue Sky Boys, The Delmore Brothers and Lonzo and Oscar. I was born in 1939 and named for a favorite performer that appeared daily on the “Uncle Dick Slack Furniture Hour”, Lexie White. The radio show was a noon time hit on station KMOX in St Louis, MO.
 
 I played on my mother’s guitar and learned to sing harmony while growing up on our farm north of Salem, IL, but it wasn’t until I was in the Army that my love for playing music really blossomed. I started jamming with some of my fellow soldier that were from Kentucky and that was a start of a 40 year stint in bluegrass music. I played in several bands during that time and further developed my skill in lead and harmony singing, lead and rhythm guitar.
 
 In the last 15 years I further developed my musical skills that include blues guitar, cross harp blues, and song writing. I am really into early blues and music history now and don’t do a lot of bluegrass anymore. My new love is songwriting and performing my original material. I now perform as a solo act at wineries, festivals, fairs and other venues.
 
 I like all kinds of songs. A sample of my current song list features songs like the humorous, Walmart Blues, I Ain't Your Monkey and Old Guy Blues all done in the old blues style. My newest effort is a dark ballad, Like Sleeping On Stones, you can feel the pain of depression, frustration and need for approval. Other songs include Sweet Norma Jean, about my high school sweetheart, and You Don’t See Many Boxcars Anymore, about the diminishing hobo lifestyle.
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
